Assignments

Module Quizzes
At the end of each module, you will submit a computer-graded quiz that will test your 
knowledge of the content for that module. These are open-book quizzes. 

Teacher Graded Assignments
You will need to submit a teacher graded assignment that will evaluate your knowledge of the 
content included in that module. Take the opportunity to apply what you have learned, and 
demonstrate your understanding of the lessons by analyzing and making comparisons. A rubric 
is included to help you review the requirements so that you include all the details in your 
assignment. 

Discussion Boards
There are a total of 2 Discussion Boards in the course to give you the opportunity to 
communicate your ideas about certain topics, to collaborate, connect with, and learn from 
others, and provide meaningful and respectful feedback. Remember to follow the discussion 
board rules. Failure to follow the rules can put you in jeopardy of failing the assignment, and 
your teacher make take further action to solve the issue. Please remember to be a good digital 
citizen and use technology to engage in meaningful ways with others.

Country Project
This course includes a country project. You will have the opportunity to choose a country (not 
your own) to learn more about. These assignments are scattered throughout the course. 
Details are included in each assignment, where you will have the opportunity to apply what you 
have learned and apply them specifically to the country you choose. At the end of the course 
you will record a presentation about the country you choose, submit it to your teacher. This 
presentation is your part of your final exam! Have fun with this assignment!
